In 2020, Brighton and Hove was awarded the UK’s first Gold Sustainable Food Place Award. 
Food businesses such as restaurants, cafes, retailers, canteens, event caterers and 
hospitality serve a huge number of meals across the city every day and therefore have a key 
role to play in keeping Brighton and Hove Gold! 

Help play your part by taking some of these actions for food businesses: 

Source food ethically and sustainably 

⇒ Develop a sustainable food policy for your organisation, following examples
from Brighton University and Brighton and Hove City Council.

⇒ Source sustainable fish: See our guide to buying sustainable fish locally.
⇒ Source higher welfare meat, dairy and eggs: See our guide to buying meat locally.
⇒ Where possible source food locally to reduce the distance it has travelled and to support 
local producers: Contact Brighton Food Factory to receive their local suppliers directory

Provide food & drink that’s good for people and the planet 

⇒ Flip the menu: order to read vegetarian, fish, meat.
⇒ Sign up to the Sugar Smart and Peas Please initiatives.
⇒ Sign up to be a water refill station.
⇒ Go for accreditation: Healthy Choice Award, Sustainable Restaurant Association, Food
for Life, The Green Kitchen Standard, Chefs’ Manifesto, The Planet Mark.
